The suggestion that Oedipus gave an incomplete answer to the Sphinx is a completely reasonable one. Sophocles’ Oedipus Rex deals heavily with prophecies and their effects, so it is entirely possible that the Sphinx’s riddle was yet another veiled prophecy. Oedipus’ answer is incomplete because he is unable to see the future. During the time of the Sphinx, Oedipus does not yet know that he will one day walk with a cane acting as his third leg.

Oedipus’ question is applicable to all men. Oedipus is somewhat headstrong and confident in his abilities and place in the world. He takes for granted the fact that he knows who he is, and fails to question himself until the question is presented before him. It makes sense that Sophocles’ play was written in part to challenge that notion that inherent beliefs are entirely true.

In Sophocles’ Oedipus Rex, Antigone and Ismene don’t make appearances until the very end of the play. Before that time, the characters are referenced, but never present. There are a couple of purposes in bringing them in at the end of the play. First, their appearance heightens the emotion of the scene. It shows just how much Oedipus will be missing out on because of his actions. Their appearance also brings up a greater theme, though; the theme of inherited sin. It seems certain the both girls will face prejudice in their lives because of Oedipus, and that idea is true for mankind in general.
